They will not and you will throw away money trying to get them to. Focus your marketing dollars and energy on phone and business directories. Places that people find your phone number not your website.

Create local contacts, go to mixers at local clubs and the BBB or Chamber. Get your name out there. Have a professional presence. Clean cut, semi formal dress. Create the impression. And Always have a business card in your back pocket.
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
